the interior was gutted by a fire in 1919. The Burnham family sold the building in 1949.



Prior to 1900, many of the drugstores in Richland Center sold not only drugs and related items but also groceries
and many other assorted itemsDrugstorescommonly sold not only prescribed and patented medicines but also
oils, paints, perfumes, notions, jewelry, fruiteand candy.

The Empire Drugstore sold additional products including Victrols, radios, hair products and books. It also had a
soda fountain.
